On May 8th, Satalla—New York’s “temple of world music”—will host a pair of mixed-breed bands whose music leaps across the distinctions of genre and national origin.  The two groups feature musicians deeply rooted in traditions of North America, Eastern Europe, and Africa.  Drawn together by common sounds and common cause, they spin out joyful new anthems that turn traditional “world music” on its ear.

8:00 Imaginary Homeland – Years living in rural Ghana and hearing fiddle music there led composer/saxophonist David Rogers to seek out the connections between rural string music and polyrhythmic percussion.  In Imaginary Homeland’s new CD, Jump for George, Rogers weaves together fiddle music from Africa and Appalachia with the polyphony of African xylophones and talking drums.  Marlene Rice’s soaring violin and Matt Pavolka’s acoustic bass find the string sound in each of these traditions, while percussionist Mark Stone drives the rhythm.  The combined experience of these four stretches from Ghana and Uganda to the hills of West Virginia and downtown New York.

9:30 Dallam-Dougou – reflects the diverse cultures of New York’s outer boroughs – brought together by a shared spirit for joyous music.  Composer/cellist Raul Rothblatt and violinist Kalman Magyar (both members of Eletfa, the leading Hungarian folk ensemble in North America) bring driving string rhythms to this musical utopia.  They are joined by West African griot vocalist Abdoulaye Diabate and by Bala Kouyate, heir to the Kouyate family’s 800-year-old balafon tradition, among others.  On their new CD, New Destiny, lush strings and clarinet bump up against the African tambin flute and xylophone.  Quotes of Bach and Transylvanian folk themes give way to soaring vocals and Afropop dance grooves.
